Spring field notes for Washington County, Oregon, March-May 2004.





It was a warm spring with less rainfall than normal. March and April were especially warm and dry with several high temperature records set. May was more normal. Water levels at the traditional shorebird locations were high, thus large numbers of shorebirds, and several occasional spring migrant shorebirds (of which Semipalmated Plover and Wilson’s Phalarope are the most conspicuous examples), were not reported. These notes were compiled from personal notes of Greg Gillson and Internet e-mail to Oregon Birders On-Line and Bird Notes. General status and specific breeding statements are for Washington County only.

Greater White-fronted Goose Uncommon migrant. A flock of 60 flew over KW on 17 Apr during the peak migration period (DM). Two were on the ground at FW 7-8 May (WG, GG). These were the only reports.


Canada Goose Common migrant and winter visitor and uncommon resident (Western race). 3000 overflew JB on 13 Mar. Local chicks were noted at West Union beginning 24 Apr (DM). At least 10 broods were at FW on 24 May (GG).


Tundra Swan Common winter visitor. The last reported were 3 at JB on 13 Mar (DM).


Wood Duck Rare in winter, Common summer resident. The first chicks were noted at FW on 18 May (WG). Up to 9 adults and 6 chicks were at FW on 24 May (GG).


Gadwall Uncommon winter visitor and migrant. More reports of late birds than usual this spring. Up to 30 birds remained at FW on 7 May (WG) and 12 (including 1 older chick) were at FW on 24 May (GG), for a rare breeding record.


Gadwall x American Wigeon One remained north of Forest Grove from winter to 4 Apr (DM).


Eurasian Wigeon Uncommon winter visitor. One male north of Forest Grove remained from winter until 14 Mar (GG). A male migrant was noted 4 Apr at TRNWR (DM).


American Wigeon Common winter visitor. 500 at TRNWR on 4 Apr (DM). Two remained at FW to 18 May (WG).


Mallard Common winter visitor and summer resident. 30 were at FW on 24 May (GG). The first chicks were at FW on 29 Apr (LM).


Blue-winged Teal Rare migrant and rare summer resident. A good showing this spring with 7 reports of single males or pairs, starting with an early report at TRNWR on 5 Apr (PJ). The next was seen at FW 1 May (GG) with reports from then on throughout the period at various locations (WG, LM, SP)


Cinnamon Teal Common summer resident. First was 1 male at FW on 19 Mar (GG). Up to 12 birds at FW on 24 May (GG).


Northern Shoveler Common winter visitor and rare summer resident. Breeding records seem to have increased in recent years.133 at FW on 3 Apr (EK), 20 remained on 7 May (WG). First chicks at FW on 26 Apr (LM).


Northern Pintail Common winter visitor and migrant. 60 remained at FW on 7 Mar (GG). One remained at FW to 30 May (LM).


Green-winged Teal Common winter visitor and uncommon summer resident. 80 were at FW on 7 Mar (GG) with birds seen through the end of the period (LM).


Eurasian Green-winged Teal x American Green-winged Teal 1 male at FW on 4 Mar (JR).


Canvasback Uncommon winter visitor. Up to 20 were at FW on 7 Mar (GG).


Redhead Rare winter visitor. 2 at FW on 7 May were the only ones noted (WG).


Ring-necked Duck Common winter visitor and migrant. A few remain to summer, but are not known to breed. 10 remained at FW to 7 May (WG) and 1 male at FW through the period (LM).


Greater Scaup Rare winter visitor and uncommon spring migrant. 3-4 reported at FW from 7 Mar (GG) to 17 Apr (GG), with the last date 26 Apr (LM).


Lesser Scaup Common winter visitor. 40 at FW on 7 Mar (GG), 20 remained to 7 May, the last ones noted (WG).


Bufflehead Common winter visitor. 136 at FW on 2 Apr (EK), one remained to 30 May (LM).


Common Goldeneye Rare winter visitor. 1 male at FW 14-19 Mar (LM, GG), 1 female at FW 3 Apr (MR), and another female at FW 18 May (WG).


Hooded Merganser Rare winter visitor and uncommon summer resident. Reported throughout the period from various locations. 11 at KW on 27 Mar (DM) was the highest number reported.


Common Merganser Uncommon winter visitor and rare summer resident. The last report was at FW on 28 Mar (LM).


Ruddy Duck Common winter visitor and spring migrant. Bred last year for the first time. 100 at FW on 3 Apr (EK). 3 remained at FW to 24 May (GG).


Ring-necked Pheasant Uncommon resident. High number was 7 at JB on 13 Mar (DM).


Ruffed Grouse Uncommon resident. Two sightings. 1 at HL on 17 Apr (GG) and 2 at HL on 8 May (GG).


Blue Grouse Uncommon resident. 2 on Saddle Mt on 4 Apr (GG), and 1 each near Timber on 16 and 31 May (GG).


Mountain Quail Rare and local resident. Birds were heard on Johnson Rd., Tophill, on 10 Apr (GG) and 24 Apr (DS). 5 were heard near Timber on 16 May (GG).


California Quail Uncommon resident. Reported throughout the period.


Common Loon Uncommon spring migrant. A high of 12 at HL on 17 Apr was typical (GG).


Pied-billed Grebe Uncommon resident. Small numbers reported throughout period.


Horned Grebe Uncommon winter visitor. 3 on HL on 21 Mar (DM), 1 on FW on 4 Apr (DM).


Eared Grebe Uncommon winter visitor. 1 at FW on 7-8 Mar (LM).


Western Grebe Uncommon winter visitor. 7 at HL on 21 Mar was the high number at this traditional location (DM).


Clark's Grebe Rare winter visitor. 1 at FW from 1-7 May (GG, LM, WG)


Double-crested Cormorant Uncommon winter visitor. Typical high numbers include 8 at FW on 7 and 19 Mar (GG), and 17 at JB on 13 Mar (DM) and 14 there on 3 Apr (EK).


American Bittern Uncommon summer breeder. 9 first noticed at KW on 9 Mar (DM) and 8 there on 4 Apr (DM).


Great Blue Heron Common resident. Small scattered rookeries. 4 birds on 2 nests at Hillsboro on 8 Mar (DK) and birds nesting at JB on 30 Apr (DM).


Great Egret Uncommon migrant and winter visitor. The last reported was at FW on 14 Mar (LM). 


Green Heron Uncommon summer resident. First noted at TRNWR on 8 Apr (PJ).


Turkey Vulture Uncommon summer resident. First was 1 at JB on 13 Mar (DM). 


Osprey Uncommon summer resident. 2 were a bit early in Scoggins Valley on 6 Mar (DM).


White-tailed Kite Rare visitor. 1 was reported at HL on 19 Apr (CK).


Bald Eagle Uncommon resident. 7 was a high number at FW on 15 Mar (MM). 1 adult at HL on 17 Apr (GG) was probably a resident bird. Nestlings were noted at the JB nest on 30 Apr (DM) and on a newly discovered nest near KW on 29 Apr (DM).


Northern Harrier Uncommon winter visitor and migrant. Possible rare summer breeder, thus a pair on Milne Rd, north of Cornelius, 1 May (also 6/8) was noteworthy (GG). 


Sharp-shinned Hawk Rare resident and uncommon migrant. Possible migrants include one at JB on 4 Apr (DM) and one at KW on 18 Apr (GG).


Cooper's Hawk Uncommon resident and migrant. A pair building a nest at THNP on 22 Mar (EK).


Northern Goshawk Rare migrant or resident. 1 at HL on 21 Mar (DM). 1 near Scofield on 22 May (TS).


Red-tailed Hawk Common resident. A pre-breeding concentration of 7 birds was at JB on 13 Mar (DM).


American Kestrel Common resident. Reported in singles and pairs throughout the period.


Merlin Uncommon migrant. 1 black race on Johnson Rd., Tophill, on 20 Mar (GG).


Peregrine Falcon Uncommon winter visitor and migrant. 1 at JB on 13 Mar (DM).


Virginia Rail Uncommon summer resident. First noted at THNP on 3 Mar (EK). 6 birds at FW on 17 Apr (GG).


Sora Uncommon summer resident. Rare in winter. Recorded at KW in early Feb, the first of the spring season was 1 there on 14 Mar (GG). 3 were at KW on 29 May (DM).


American Coot Common winter visitor and uncommon resident. 35 remained at FW on 7 Mar (GG). 10 were at FW on 7 May (WG).


Killdeer Common resident and winter visitor. 20 were noted at KW on 12 Apr (DM). The first chicks were at JB on 30 Apr (DM).


Black-necked Stilt Very rare spring migrant. 2 were at JB 30 Apr to 1 May (DM, GG).


Greater Yellowlegs Common migrant. The first were at FW on 21 Mar (LM). The last was 1 at FW on 24 May (GG). An astounding 50 were at KW on 4 Apr (DM).


Lesser Yellowlegs Rare spring migrant. 1 was at FW on 9 Mar (HN).


Solitary Sandpiper Uncommon spring migrant. The first was at KW on Apr 18 (GG). At least 2 were at KW 1-2 May (GG, DM, LM).


Spotted Sandpiper Rare winter visitor and common summer resident. The first of spring was 1 at THNP on 29 Apr (EK). 12 were at FW on 7 May (WG).


Western Sandpiper Uncommon spring migrant. The first were at FW on 17 Apr (GG). 40 were at JB on 30 Apr (DM). Last date was 8 at KW on 1 May (DM, GG).


Least Sandpiper Rare winter visitor and uncommon spring migrant. The first of spring were 3 at JB on 3 Apr (EK). 20 were at JB on 30 Apr (DM). The last reported were at KW on 1 May (GG). 


Baird's Sandpiper Rare migrant. 2 at West Union on 1 May (TS, DS, GG).


Dunlin Common winter visitor and migrant. The last definite report was of 20 birds at FW on 4 Apr (JR). A compact flock of 5000 peep at TRNWR on 4 Apr (DM) were probably this species. 


Long-billed Dowitcher Common migrant. A group of 24 dowitchers, unidentified as to species but most likely Long-billed, were at West Union on 12 Apr (DM). These were the first and highest number reported this spring. The last report was at West Union on 8 May (GG). 


Wilson’s Snipe Common winter visitor and migrant. Rare summer resident. 27 were at KW on 27 Mar (DM). They remained through the period at KW, where they probably breed. Last definite date there was 22 May (LM).


Bonaparte's Gull Rare migrant. 1 at FW on 3 Apr (MR).


Mew Gull common winter visitor. High number 350 at FW on 17 Mar (GG). Last noted at FW on 17 Apr (GG).  


Ring-billed Gull Uncommon winter visitor. 12 at FW on 21 Mar (MM) were the last noted and highest number of spring.


California Gull Uncommon winter visitor. No records since February even though non-breeding birds sometimes summer at HL.


Herring Gull Uncommon winter visitor. 6 were noted at FW on 7 Mar (GG).


Western Gull Rare winter visitor. 1 at FW 19 Mar (GG), 2 at HL 21 Mar (DM), 1 at FW 9 Apr (GG).


Glaucous-winged Gull Common winter visitor. High number was 15 at FW on 7 Mar (GG). Last date was at FW on 21 Mar (LM).


Caspian Tern Rare spring migrant. 1 at FW on 7 May (WG).


Forster's Tern Rare spring migrant. 3 at FW 18-19 May (WG, GG, DS).


Rock Pigeon Common resident. Noted throughout period. 


Band-tailed Pigeon Uncommon summer resident. Rare winter visitor. 1 was noted at JB on 13 Mar (LM, DM) where at least one had been present during the winter. 1 at THNP on 29 Mar (EK), 1 was at Saddle Mt. on 4 Apr (GG), 15 at HL on 8 May (GG) were typical. 30 were in a cottonwood grove at FW from 30 May well into June (LM), an odd location.


Mourning Dove Uncommon winter visitor and common summer resident. Present throughout period. 


Barn Owl Uncommon resident. No reports.


Western Screech-Owl Common resident. 1 at HL on 13 Mar (MM) and 1 at KW on 1 May (DM) were the only reports.


Great Horned Owl Common resident. 1 at HL on 13 Mar (MM) the only report.


Northern Pygmy-Owl Uncommon resident. No reports.


Northern Saw-whet Owl Uncommon resident. 1 at HL on 13 Mar (MM) represents the only owling effort of spring.


Common Nighthawk Rare summer resident. The first didn’t arrive until June.


Vaux's Swift Common summer resident. 1 at Hedges Creek 17 Apr (RD) was the earliest report. 


Anna's Hummingbird Uncommon and local resident. Up to 3 males at THNP (EK) throughout the period were the only reports.


Rufous Hummingbird Common summer resident. The first was 1 male at Cornelius on 7 Mar (GG). 15 in the small village of Timber on 16 May were typical for that location where it seems every house has at least one feeder (GG).


Belted Kingfisher Uncommon resident. Present throughout the period at KW, JB, and FW among other locations.


Acorn Woodpecker Uncommon and local resident. Up to 5 at Forest Grove (Pacific University) on 8 May (GG). Singles seen in Hillsboro (Orenco and Fairgrounds) during unrecorded dates in Apr and May (GG).


Red-breasted Sapsucker Uncommon resident. A high 8 on Johnson Rd, Tophill, 20 Mar (GG). More typical numbers were 3 at HL on 30 May (GG).


Downy Woodpecker Common resident. High number was 6 at THNP on 29 Mar (EK).


Hairy Woodpecker Uncommon resident. 1 on  Johnson Rd, Tophill 20 Mar (GG). 2 at HL on 8 May (GG).


Northern Flicker Common resident. Present throughout period in small numbers. 


Pileated Woodpecker Uncommon resident. 1-2 present throughout period at KW, HL, THNP, and Johnson Rd., Tophill (GG, EK, LM).


Olive-sided Flycatcher Uncommon summer resident. First recorded at Timber on 16 May (GG). 1 lowland migrant at FW on 18-19 May (GG, DS).


Western Wood-Pewee Common summer resident. First record was 1 at THNP on 14 May (GG).


Willow Flycatcher Uncommon summer resident. First record was 3 already on territory at Timber on 16 May (GG). 2 at JB on 22 May (EK). 9 were found around HL on 30 May (GG). The first weren’t noted at THNP until June.


Hammond's Flycatcher Uncommon summer resident. 1 migrant at Pacific University, Forest Grove on 8 May (GG). 5 near Timber on 16 May (GG).


Pacific-slope Flycatcher Uncommon summer resident. First was at TRNWR on 27 Apr (PJ). 


Say's Phoebe Very rare spring migrant. 1 at HL on 21 Mar (DM).


Western Kingbird Rare spring migrant and former breeder. No reports.


Northern Shrike Rare winter visitor. 1 at TRNWR on 19 Mar (BW).


Cassin’s Vireo Rare migrant and rare and local summer resident. A pair at the only known breeding location at HL on 8 and 30 May (GG). 1 heard near Mountaindale on 31 May (GG).


Hutton's Vireo Uncommon resident. Notable numbers include 7 on Johnson Rd, Tophill, on 20 Mar (GG), 4 at THNP on 22 Mar (EK), and 8 at HL on 18 Apr (GG).


Warbling Vireo Common summer resident. First was at KW on 1 May (GG). 5 were noted at HL on 8 May (GG).


Gray Jay Uncommon resident. 1 on Johnson Rd, Tophill, on 20 Mar (GG), 2 near Timber on 16 May (GG).


Steller's Jay Common resident. High number was 8 at THNP on 22 Mar (EK).


Western Scrub-Jay Common resident. Present throughout period.


American Crow Common resident. High number reported was 18 at KW on 12 Apr (DM).


Common Raven Uncommon resident. 1 at FW on 24 May was slightly unusual (GG).


Horned Lark Very rare resident. 4 at West Union on 10 Apr were at only remaining presumed breeding location in county (GG). But not recorded thereafter.


Tree Swallow Common summer resident. Numbers built from February arrival. At FW 15 on 7 Mar, 200 on 19 Mar (GG), then down to 50 on 24 May (GG). At KW 80 on 14 Mar (GG) and 100 on 12 Apr (DM). 80 at JB on 13 Mar (DM).


Violet-green Swallow Common summer resident. Scattered birds pushed through in February. Then main arrival began with 1 at JB on 13 Mar (DM), 2 at KW on 14 Mar (GG), but 300 there on 21 Mar (MM). 


Northern Rough-winged Swallow Uncommon summer resident. The first was at KW on 10 Apr (GG). 10 were at FW on 7 May (WG).


Cliff Swallow Common summer resident. First were 12 birds at JB on 8 Apr (SP). 


Barn Swallow Common summer resident. A few scattered winter birds in December and January. 1 at JB on 19 Mar (DM) was a couple of weeks early. 


Black-capped Chickadee Common resident. Adults carrying food at FW on 24 May (GG).


Chestnut-backed Chickadee Common resident. Recorded throughout period. 


Bushtit Common resident. A large winter flock of 17 was at JB on 13 Mar (DM). 


Red-breasted Nuthatch Common resident. 14 at THNP on 29 Apr (EK).


White-breasted Nuthatch Uncommon resident. Recorded throughout the period in small numbers.


Brown Creeper Uncommon resident. 8 at THNP on 14 May (GG).


Bewick's Wren Common resident. 26 at THNP on 5 Apr (EK).


House Wren Common summer resident. 4 at HL on 17 Apr (GG) were the first noted. 


Winter Wren Common resident. 22 at THNP on 3 Mar (EK). 2 fledglings at THNP on 29 Apr (EK).


Marsh Wren Common resident. 15 at FW on 7 Mar (GG).


American Dipper 1 at Gales Creek on 1 May (GG).


Golden-crowned Kinglet Uncommon resident. 7 at HL on 21 Mar (DM). Several near Timber on 31 May (GG).


Ruby-crowned Kinglet Common winter visitor. 10 at HL on 21 Mar (DM). Last were at HL on 17 Apr (GG).


Western Bluebird Uncommon resident. 2 on Johnson Rd, Tophill, 20 Mar (GG), 1 on Iowa Hill 19 May (GG), and 1 near Timber on 31 May (GG).


Townsend's Solitaire Rare and local resident. 4 near Timber on 31 May (GG).


Swainson's Thrush Common summer visitor. First was 1 at THNP on 5 May (EK). 10 at HL on 8 May (GG). 


Hermit Thrush Uncommon winter visitor. 1 on Johnson Rd, Tophill, 20 Mar (GG), 1 JB on 27 Mar (DM), 1 at HL on 17 Apr (GG).


American Robin Common resident. 30 at HL on 8 May a typical number (GG). Nest building at TRNWR on 27 Apr (PJ).


Varied Thrush Uncommon winter visitor and summer resident. 5 on Larch Mt on 20 Mar (GG) and birds near Timber on 31 May (GG) are typical. Unusual were reports at TRNWR on 8 Apr and 27 May (PJ).


Northern Mockingbird Vagrant. 1 in Beaverton on 8 Apr (AJ).


European Starling Common resident. Recorded throughout period.


American Pipit Uncommon migrant and winter visitor. A flock at KW on 2 May (LM) was the only spring report.


Cedar Waxwing Common summer resident and irregular winter visitor. First report was 15 birds at THNP on 5 May (EK). 


Orange-crowned Warbler Common summer resident. 1 at THNP on 22 Mar was the first (EK). 70 at HL on 17 Apr was the peak of spring migration (GG). 15 at HL on 30 May was a typical summer number (GG).


Nashville Warbler Rare spring migrant. No reports.


Yellow Warbler Uncommon and local summer resident. 2 unseasonably early at JB on 27 Mar (DM). The next report was 2 at FW on 7 May (WG) a typical arrival date. 


Yellow-rumped Warbler Common winter visitor and migrant. Rare and local breeder. Audubon’s and Myrtle races at FW on 19 Mar (GG), 1 Audubon’s at HL on 8 May was a likely migrant. 8 Audubon’s at Saddle Mt on 4 Apr (GG) and a few Audubon’s at Timber on 16 May (GG) are likely breeders.


Black-throated Gray Warbler Common summer resident. 2 at THNP on 22 Mar were early (EK). 50 at HL on 17 Apr (GG) were the peak of migration. 15 at HL on 8 May were more typical (GG). 


Townsend's Warbler Uncommon winter visitor and spring migrant. 1 at THNP on 5 Apr (EK) and 1 at HL on 8 May (GG).


Hermit Warbler Common summer visitor. 25 near Timber on 16 May (GG) were the first reported, though undoubtedly arrived 2-3 weeks earlier. 


MacGillivray's Warbler Uncommon summer resident. The first was 1 at HL on 17 Apr (GG). 11 were near Timber on 16 May (GG).


Common Yellowthroat Common summer resident. The first were 3 at JB on 27 Mar (DM). Up to 20 were at FW on 7 May (WG). 


Wilson's Warbler Common summer resident. The first was 1 at THNP on 15 Apr (EK). Typical high number was 15 at HL on 8 May (GG).


Yellow-breasted Chat Uncommon and local summer resident. This species seems to be more widespread and common than in previous years around Hagg Lake. The first was at HL on 30 Apr (BC), 5 were found around the lake on 8 May (GG), and 4 were above another different small portion of the lake on 30 May (GG).


Western Tanager Common summer resident. The first was in Beaverton on 28 Apr (PS). 12 were at THNP on 14 May (GG).


Spotted Towhee Common resident. 34 was the high count at THNP on 19 May (EK).


Chipping Sparrow Rare summer resident. The only reports were of singing males at North Plains 15 May (GG) and Iowa Hill 19 May (GG).


Vesper Sparrow Rare former breeder. No reports.


Savannah Sparrow Uncommon summer resident and rare winter visitor.1 at FW on 19 Mar (GG) may have been a wintering individual or early migrant. The first definite migrant was at TRNWR on 5 Apr (PJ). 10 singing males were at FW on 7 May (WG).


Fox Sparrow Uncommon winter visitor. The last reported was a Sooty type at THNP on 5 Apr (EK).


Song Sparrow Common resident. 20 were at FW on 24 May (GG).


Lincoln's Sparrow Uncommon winter visitor and migrant. 4 were at JB on 27 Mar (DM). The last reported was at FW on 17 Apr (GG).


Swamp Sparrow Rare winter visitor. One bird reported regularly at FW until 15 Mar (LM, MM, JR, BS).


White-throated Sparrow Rare to uncommon winter visitor and migrant. No reports.


White-crowned Sparrow Rare winter visitor and common summer resident. Reported regularly throughout the period with 5 at HL on 8 May (GG) apparently signaling arrival of breeding birds.


Golden-crowned Sparrow Common winter visitor. The last report was one at TRNWR on 3 May (PJ).


Dark-eyed Junco Common winter visitor and uncommon resident. Present throughout the period.


Black-headed Grosbeak Common summer resident. The first was at THNP on 27 Apr (GG). 


Lazuli Bunting Rare to uncommon summer resident. The first was at THNWR on 14 May (PJ). Special effort by GG searching unsuccessfully for kingbirds resulted in locating buntings in unsuspected numbers: 1 at North Plains on 18 May, 2 at FW on 18 and 24 May, 1 at Hillsboro on 19 May, 1 on Iowa Hill on 19 May, 1 at West Union on 24 May, and 1 near Mountaindale on 31 May. All these were singing males.


Red-winged Blackbird Common resident. 50 were at FW on 7 Mar (GG) and 50 there on 7 May (WG). A nest with young was at KW on 22 May (LM).


Western Meadowlark Rare winter visitor. Former breeder. No reports.


Yellow-headed Blackbird Rare spring migrant. 2 at FW on 6 May (HN).


Brewer's Blackbird Common resident. Noted throughout period.


Brown-headed Cowbird Common summer resident. The first was at FW on 3 Apr (EK). 45 were around HL on 8 May (GG) and 30 were at FW on 24 May (GG).


Bullock’s Oriole Uncommon resident. The first was 1 male at a known breeding site in Beaverton on 30 Apr (GG). 3 were at Pacific University in Forest Grove on 8 May, near 2 old nests (GG).


Purple Finch Common resident. 6 were at THNP on 29 Mar (EK). 20 were about HL on 8 May (GG).


House Finch Common resident. Noted throughout period. 


Red Crossbill Irregular nomadic resident. No reports.


Pine Siskin Irregular nomadic resident and uncommon winter visitor. 1-2 throughout period at THNP (EK, GG). 1 at HL on 8 and 30 May (GG). 2 on Saddle Mt on 4 Apr (GG). 


Lesser Goldfinch Uncommon resident. This species seems to be increasing locally and was widely reported, including at Pacific University in Forest Grove, Tektronix campus in Beaverton, FW, THNP, and TRNWR (GG, EK, PJ).


American Goldfinch Uncommon winter visitor and common summer resident. 40 were at FW on 7 May (WG), evidently still in a pre-breeding flock.


Evening Grosbeak Irregular nomadic resident, common in spring. 30 at Banks on 8 Mar (BS) was an early flock. Became common in May as exemplified by 35 at HL on 8 May (GG).


House Sparrow Common resident. Detected throughout period.
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
